DEAR PROPERTY OWNERS: 

 After a long period of review, discussion and 

analysis, the City of Kasson is now primed to begin 

the process of upgrading our infrastructure in the 

older sections of town.  2016 will be a year of 

community discussion, final design work, logistical 

planning and financial arrangements.  All of this with 

an eye toward beginning construction as soon as the 

ground is clear and stable in 2017. 

 To get to this point, we divided the older 

sections of the City into the four standard 

geographical sectors….NE, NW, SE, and SW.  “Do 

the worst first” was our guiding motto and analysis of 

the condition of the pavement and the pipes under it 

identified the NW Sector as the priority place to begin 

the process.  Therefore, we will be concentrating on 

3rd, 4th and 5th Avenues NW, as the 2016-2018 priority 

projects. Following those projects, the street 

reconstruction program will concentrate on some 

water main projects in various areas of the City.  1st 

and 2nd Avenues NW and Mantorville Avenue will be 

the focus in conjunction with the State’s Mantorville 

Avenue upgrade scheduled for 2022. 

 In addition to these major reconstructions, the 

City is planning a variety of street maintenance 

projects that are expected to fill potholes and cracks 

and to chip-seal every street in town over the next 

seven years. 

 Please watch your mailboxes for invitations to 

upcoming neighborhood meetings as we seek your 

help in designing the projects in a way that meets 

your needs at a minimum of inconvenience.
