Public Service Announcement
Dodge County Public Health to Hold Community Flu Vaccination Clinics

Flu season will be here soon. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention

(CDC) recommends that everyone 6 months of age and older get a yearly flu

vaccination and this can begin as soon as vaccines become available. Dodge
County Public Health has flu vaccines available now.

Influenza is a contagious respiratory illness caused by influenza viruses and a
flu season can be unpredictable, severe and dangerous for some. It can cause
mild to severe illness, and at times can lead to death. Flu viruses spread mainly
by droplets made when people with flu cough, sneeze or talk. Getting
vaccinated helps protect you from the flu, and it also protects others in the
community. Older adults, young children, people with certain health
conditions and infants under 6 months who can’t be vaccinated yet are at high
risk for serious flu complications. Help them stay protected by getting your flu
shot as soon possible this season.

The 2018-2019 (Quadrivalent) flu vaccine (that Dodge County Public Health will
provide) will protect against four influenza viruses that research indicates will
be most common during the season. This includes Influenza (H1N1) virus, an

influenza A (H3N3) virus, and two additional Influenza B viruses.

The cost of the shot is $40. For those individuals covered by Medicare Part B,
you must bring your Medicare card and/or your Medicare Advantage card with
you for billing purposes. Receipts for insurance reimbursement will be
available.
