VISITORS TO THE COUNCIL
1.	Pat Dibble/Kevin Scanlan – Library Building Study:  Pat Dibble and Kevin Scanlan reviewed parts of the Community Assessment Study conducted by Crescendo Consulting, LLP for the Kasson Public Library Capital Campaign.  Participants in the study believe a $4.5 million library plan is not feasible; a $2.5 million campaign is more realistic.  Plans should include reduction in costs and furnishings to $2.5 million.  Using a footprint that would allow future expansion is important.  Several sites are being considered and council members feel having a site chosen before fundraising is also important.  The council commended those working on the project knowing that a lot of work has been done and that a lot more work is ahead.  Responding to growing population and changing needs, it was noted that the current library has outgrown previous locations and has moved several times, including in 1989 when it moved to its current temporary location.  Since 1996 when the City’s Comprehensive Plan added a larger library facility, the Library Board and Library Building Committee have worked on recommendations and proposals for a new facility to accommodate population growth and new technology.   Motion by Hopkins and second by Torkelson, with all voting aye, to accept the Community Assessment Study from Crescendo Consulting, LLP.
